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LEEDS ROYAL PARK.

THE Park is not the property formerly known as the ‘‘ Leeds Botanical or Royal
Gardens.” That place has been closed to the public since 1858.

The formation of the Leeds Royal Park has been undertaken by Mr. THOMAS CLAP~
HAM, (who had the lease and management of the O)d Gardens until their close,) to
supply the great want of innocent t and r tion which the health of
hundred thousand inhabitants in Leeds and surrounding townships require. In 1860,
seven acres were enclosed, but when finished, the Royal Park will contain from 24 to
28 acres.

The Leeds Royal Park is situate on the west side of, and adjoining to, Woodhouse
Moor. It is pot more than twenty minutes' walk from the centre of Leeds, the same
distance from the north and west parts of Leeds, and thirty minutes’ walk from Armley
and Kirkstall: can be seer from Armley, Bramley, and several of the surrounding
Towns%nd Villages. It is near the romantic village of Headingley.

Ten OMNIBUSES to and from Leeds, pass within 200 yards of the Park,

every day.
The Park is OPEN EVERY DAY in the Summer Season,

‘When thera is no Musie, the chargs on Week Days is Threepence each for Adults, and
Three-halfpence for Children under Ten years of age.

On Sunday Afternoons, in the Summer season, when the weather is fine, there is
Sacred Music occasionally, and the charge is Twopence for Adults and One Penny for
Children. SCHOOLS are admitted at low rates.

From May to November, an excellent BAND performs select Dance Music every Mon«
day and Baturday Evening, from 7 to 10.30 p.m.—Admission, Fourpence.
